Notice of Hearing for the Adoption of a Permanent Regulation of the 

Nevada State Board of Osteopathic Medicine

  The purpose of the hearing is to receive comments from all interested persons regarding the 

adoption of a regulation pertaining to Chapter 633 of the Nevada Administrative Code, LCB File 

No. R069-16. The following information is provided pursuant to the requirements of NRS 

233B.0603: 

1.  The need for and the purpose of the proposed regulation. 

 

The need and purpose of the proposed regulation is to provide guidance and rules 

regarding the prescribing of opioids for the treatment of pain to assure the best possible 

care of Nevada’s pain patients while minimizing the potential abuse or misuse of 

prescription opioids. 

 

2. Either the terms or substance of the proposed regulation or a description of the subjects and 

issues involved.

5. A statement identifying the methods used by the Nevada State Board of Osteopathic 

Medicine in determining the impact on a small business prepared pursuant to subsection 3 of 

NRS 233B.0608: 

 

The Board discussed and crafted the language that ultimately became R069-16 at 

its regular meetings on March 8, 2016 and April 12, 2016.  At each such meeting, the 

Executive Director for the Nevada Osteopathic Medical Association was in attendance.  

At several of the meetings, some physicians were also in attendance.  At all such 

meetings, those in attendance were invited to participate and comment on the regulation 

language, and several spoke as to various aspects of the drafts at issue.  Based upon the 

discussions, the Board made some changes to the proposed language.  No participant in 

any of the discussions presented any evidence or argument that the proposed drafts 

would have a positive or negative impact on small businesses. 

On June 14, 2016, the Board held a workshop regarding the language that 

became R069-16. Attending and participating in the workshop were some of the Board’s 

licensees and other physicians.  No participant in the discussion presented any evidence 

or argument that the proposed language would have a positive or negative impact on 

small businesses. 
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6. The estimated cost to the agency for enforcement of the proposed regulation. 

 

There will be no significant cost to the Nevada State Board of Osteopathic Medicine 

for enforcement of the proposed regulation.
